IV. Background and Rational

In Asia and the Pacific, it Is expected that demand for freight and logistics will grow significantly
in the coming years, and continue to play a significant role in driving economic growth through
a strong linkage with trade and investment and thus contributing to poverty reduction in the
region. Freight and logistics within transport sector account for a significant portion of total
energy use, which result a large share of CO2 emissionsl. Therefore, promotion of efficient,
environmentally sustainable and safe freight transport is a development issue drawing
attention from development partners, governments, business communities, and civil societies

of both developed and developing economies.

In the context of increasing regionalization and globalization in recent decades, freight and
logistics have been growing in a number of areas. At the same time, the sectors have
encountered a number of issues related to adverse environmental impacts, such as Green
House Gas (GHG), toxicity, global warming, caused by freight and logistics operation. Therefore,
(i) enhancing awareness and knowledge of potential and benefits of green freight policies in
the region; (i) identifying opportunities that can be developed into actions in practice; and (i)
shaping strategies for development of green freight and logistics for policy makers and

businesses in the private sector is an urgent need.
