COUNTRY PAPERS

Successful spplicants are required to present Country
Papers (5 to 8 fages) on their respective tax systems with
special focus on current concems and issues faced.
Submission of Country Papers is upon conflrmation of
participation.

WHO SHOULD APPLY

Application is open to officials who are batow 45 years oid
and had compleled tertiary education, with al least five (5)
years of work experience in tax adminisration. The
stipulated age fimit, however, is subject to review based on
the merlls of sach applicant. Preference will be given to
applicants with management tasponsibiliies or exposure 1o
administrative functions within @ tax organisation. Applicants
are required to have a good command of spoken and written
English.

15 parficipants will be selected based on regional
rapresentation. Each recipient country may nominate two (2)
candidates afthough it is unlikely that more than one
candidate per country will be considered for selection,

SPONSORSHIP & ADMISSION

Successful appiicants are sponsored by the Government of
Malaysia under the MTCP. The sponsorship covers food,
lodging, course expense, insurance and medical fasiiities.
