Through the
Singapore  Cooperation  Programme  (SCP),
Singapore can contribute to the developrent of
other developing countries.

In 1892, the SCP was established, bringing
together under one framework the various

technical assistance programmes offerad by-

Singapore.  Through the SCP, the range and

number of training programmes have incieased

o meet the needs of developing countries.

Since 1892, Singapore has sponsored {raining
courses and study visits for over 56,000 officials

frorn 169 countries. The SCP is managed by the

Technical Cooperation Directorate  of the
singapore Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

As countries whose prime resources ace ther
people, Singapore and Japan believe that human
resource development is important for economic
and social progress. With  this  mutual
understanding, Singapore and Japan signed a
Memorandum of Understanding in January 1994
to train participants from developing countries by
sharing each country’s expertise and experience
from their economic development under the Japan
- Singapore Partnership Programme (JSPP}. The
Japan - Singapore Partnership Programme for the
21st  Century (JSPP21) Memorandum  of
Underslanding (MOU) was signed in May 15887
and signified @ widening of the scope cf technical
couperation between Singapore and Japan based
on the prnciple of equal partnership and an
equitable cost-sharing arrangement.  This MOU
was renewed in October 2001 to December 2007.

With a view lo enhance ASEAN integration in the
renewed MOU. both governments recognise, as

countries in the fields of (a) trade and investment
facilitation, (b) information and communications
technolugy department and (c) infectious discase
management. Both governments also recognise
the need to enhance cooperation programmes
focusing on training and capacity building for third
countcy in (@) energy security. (b) governance
and the maintenance of stable financial systems
and (c) environmental protection.

Since 1984, Singapore and Japan have
implernented over 180 training courses for more
than 3,400 participants in diverse fields including
trade, public govemnance, banking and tinarice,

productivity management, food security, maritime”

navigation, policing, information technoleoqy, and
the environment.

JAPAN INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION AGENCY

The Official Development Assistance (ODA) of
Japan began in 1954 to assist developing
courtries in their socio-economic development.
Jepan’s provision of economic cooperation is
based on the concepts of “humanitarian and
moral considerations” and ‘the recognition of
interdependence among nations.” Since its
eslablishment in 1974, the Japan International
Cooperation Agency (JICA) has been extending
technical  cooperation in  human  resource
development to facilitate the autonomaus,
sustainable development of develaping countries,
as one of \Japan's Official Development
Assistance (ODA) implementing bodies.

JICA’s contributions are diverse in scope and

align with intemational concerns and changing .

needs in developing countries. To traditicnal
sectors  such  as  agriculture  and  social
infrastructure,  the scape of intemational
cooperation has been expanded in recent years

to include a wide variety of cooperative.

programmes, such as support for tackling
infectious diseases such as HIV/AIDS support for
the transiten to a market economy and
development of legal systems. and support for
peace-building and post-conflict reconstruction as
seen in lraq and Afghanistan.

SINGAPORE CUSTOMS

Singapore Customs (SC) is a government agency
under the Ministry of Finance. Formed on 1 April
2003, SC is the fead agency on trade facilitation
and revenue enforcement matters. It s
responsible for implementation of customs and
trade enforcement measures including these
related to free trade agreements and strategic
goods. Through the use of advanced Informatior
Technology, constant review of work methods and
streamlining procedures, SC aims to provide a
better and speedier service to the trading
community and public at large.
