Singapore Cooperation Programme

Singapore has provided technical assistance to
other developing countries since the 1960s. As a
country whose only resource is its people,
Singapore believes that human resource
development is vital for economic and social
progress. Singapore itself has benefited from
training provided by other countries and
international  organisations.  Through the
Singapore Cooperation Programme (SCP),
Singapore can contribute to the development of
other developing countries.

In 1992, the SCP was established, bringing
together under one framework the various
technical assistance programmes offered by
Singapore. Through the SCP, the range and
number of training programmes have been
increased to meet the needs of developing
countries.

Since 1992, Singapore has sponsored training
courses and study visits for over 70,000 officials
from 169 countries. The SCP is managed by the
Technical Cooperation Directorate of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Singapore.

Immigration & Checkpoints Authority,
Singapore

The Immigration & Checkpoints Authority (ICA) is
a government agency under the Ministry of Home
Affairs. ICA has brought together the former
Singapore Immigration & Registration and the
enforcement work performed by the former
Customs & Excise Department at the various
checkpoints. The major objective of the merger
was to meet the challenges of the increasingly
complex security landscape by enhancing the
overall checkpoint command and control, hence
resulting in tighter checkpoint security and more
effective utilization of resources.

Operational on 1 April 2003, the mission of ICA is
to ensure that the movement of people, goods
and conveyances through the checkpoints is
legitimate and lawful. ICA administers and
upholds the laws on immigration, citizenship and
national registration fairly and effectively.

Given the mission of ICA, the organisation has a
dual role to play, both in terms of security and
facilitating the entry of people.
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First and foremost, ICA functions as a security
agency that plays a crucial role in ensuring the
safety and security of Singapore by being the
guardian of Singapore's gateways as well as the
keeper of national database of the people in
Singapore.

While security is paramount, ICA is also keenly
aware of its important role in enhancing the
national competitiveness of Singapore. ICA is
always mindful that it has to ensure the safety of
the nation in the most effective and efficient way
without compromising service standards. Being
an island country that is heavily dependant on
trade and foreign talents, ICA aims to provide a
pleasant experience to all who wish to travel
trade and work in Singapore.

Course Objectives

The course aims to enhance the participants’
knowledge and skills in performing checkpoints
goods and conveyance clearance.

Course Outline

The course will comprise four days of classroom
training and one day of checkpoints visits.
Topics to be covered are:

* Modus Operandi on concealment of items

e Body Language

e Profiling Techniques

¢ Protocols when conducting a search on
Vehicle, Body and Baggage

* Visits to various checkpoints to observe the
clearance of goods and conveyances
through the use of specialised technology

Duration

The course will be held from 7 to 11 March
2011,

Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Thailand and
Vietnam.

e Customs and government border security
personnel at supervisor or managerial level

e Nominated by their respective Governments
¢ Proficient in spoken and written English

e Below 50 years of age

e In good health

Attire

Participants are to bring their uniforms that are
to be worn at events organised for the course.

Terms of Award

The course is sponsored by the Government of
Singapore under its ASEAN Training Award.

Under this programme arrangement, the
Government of Singapore will bear the following
expenses for the successful applicants,
thereafter, known as participants during their
training in Singapore.

These expenses include:

* Round-trip economy class airfare from
capital city

* Adaily living allowance of Forty Singapore
Dollars (S$40) from first day to last day of
the course to cover meals and daily
expenses (Complimentary breakfast is
provided in the hote! from first day to one
day after the course).

* Transportation to course venue and site
visits

* Medical insurance for participants to cover
accident and hospitalisation during their stay
in Singapore in accordance with the policy of
a local insurance company, and

(a) To strictly observe course schedules and not
to change training subjects

Not to bring any member of their family or
personal aide for the duration of the course

(c) To carry out such instructions and abide by
conditions as may be stipulated by the
nominating Government or the Government

of Singapore, in respect of the course

(d) To refrain from engaging in political
activities, or any form of employment for

profit or gain while in Singapore and

(e) To discontinue the course, in the event they
fail seriously ill and are considered unable to
continue the training or have committed an

improper act

To return to their respective home countries
upon completion of the course

The Government of Singapore is pleased to
invite the respective National Focal Points for
Technical Assistance to nominate up to two (2)
suitable applicants, i.e. Senior Officials from
Customs and Immigration each.

All applications are to be carried out by the
respective Government Institutions, using the
official application form.

The application forms are to be submitied and
should reach the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
Singapore through the National Focal Point and
the Singapore Embassy in the nominating
country not later than 1 February 2011).
