The pledge was made by Mr.Hiroshi Ota, Japanese Ambassador to Thailand,
to Mr.Tammin Nimmanhaeminda, Thai Minister of Finance, on the cccasion .of a
courtesy call on the Minister by a Japanese govermment mission for
consultations on Japanese economic cooperation to Thailand,. whichi has bean
facing economic difficulties. .

2. The loans to the two projacts are extended for supporling. Thailend!s .efforts
for structural adjustment in line with its agreement wilh the IMF, in‘atcordance
with "the Camprehensive Economic Measures” announced by the Government.
of Japan in April. The special emergency interesi rate of.4:0% for the
assistance of structural adjustment introduced by the ‘Comprehensive
Ecocnomic Measures will be applied to the Social Investment Project.”

3. As for the Social Investment Project, Foreign Minister KeizoBbuchi stated
in May, when he visited Thailand, that Japan wil extend QDA loan to the
project as early as possitle, and preparation has been carried out since then.
