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Introduction of Seminar on Macro-economic Development

1. General information

Entrusted by Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of China, Seminar on
Macro-economic Development will be held in Beijing during May 21* to June 9™ of 2008 by
China Center for Business Cooperation and Coordination (CCBCC). English is used as working
language of this program. The program includes lectures on topics related with introduction to
macro-economic development of China, such as the macro-economy development situation,
Chinese economic and social institution reform; macro-economy early forecast and analysis;
introduction to industrial structure; Chinese hi-tech industrial policies; Chinese customs; Chinese
foreign trade taxation and supporting policies for exports. Experts from relevant governmental
department, economic research institute and famous professors in this field will be invited to give
the lectures mentioned above. In the meanwhile, the way of combination of room lecturing and
field visits will be applied to this seminar and participants will have chances to visit some sections
related to economic research and development, education and technical extension. Besides,
participants will be invited to take study tours and practical field visit to Chongqing city and
Zhejiang province to learn more about development of Chinese industrial clusters and to promote
the international exchange and cooperation of the industry clusters, so as to have a better
understanding of the situation and experience of economic development in China. Meanwhile,
participants can also take this opportunity to introduce their own countries' economic development,
the investment environment, the international trade policies and the cooperative intention on the
relevant fields to the local officials and entrepreneurs.

This program is designed for the participants who are officials of division director level or
director level in economic or trade department, and mid-career officials from Asia, South
Pacific and Caribbean countries.

The program will be held in summer of Beijing, temperature ranges from 20°C—25C
during the program. Besides, the temperature of Zhejiang province ranges from 25°C~30C, and
that of Chonggqing ranges from 22°C-30°C.

2. Introduction to CCBCC

China Centre for Business Cooperation and Coordination (CCBCC) is a specialized service
agency for small and medium enterprises (SMEs). It uses the name NDRC SMEs International
Cooperation and Coordination Centre in the mainland of China. The National Development and
Reform Commission (NDRC) is a macro-economic management agency under the State Council,
which studies and formulates policies for economic and social development, maintains a balance
of economic aggregates and guides the overall economic system restructuring.

CCBCC was established in 1986 at the order of the State Council for the responsibilities of
coordination and guidance of SME international cooperation, investigation and study of SMEs
development, relevant policy and experience at home and abroad, as well as open up channels for
SMEs cooperation. CCBCC was under the leadership of former State Economic Commission,
State Economic and Trade Commission (SETC), and is now affiliated to the National
Development and Reform Commission (NDRC).
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Business Scope: Investigation and study SME development situation at home and abroad and
form policy suggestions; Organizing bilateral and multilateral SME cooperative programs;
Organizing for international/regional organizations activities relevant with China SMEsg;
Facilitating international business exchange, providing SMEs with services on human resource
development, consultancy, information and etc; Editing and publishing China SME periodical and
China SME Development Yearbook; Administrative work of Secretariat of China International
Cooperation Association of Small and Medium Enterprises (CICASME); Administrative work of
Secretariat of APEC SME Service Alliance (APEC SMESA); Other tasks assigned by the central
government.

Last Year, under the guidance of MOFCOM, CCBCC held several seminars, such as Seminar
on Macro-economy Management for Developing Countries, Industrial Economics Development
Seminar of Developing Countries, SMEs Development Seminar of Developing Countries, and
Regional Macro-economy Planning and Infrastructure Construction Seminar of Developing
Countries. We warmly entertained all of the participants, and in order to meet their demands we
organized a series of activities in many local places and regions, such as International Cooperation
Forum hosted by State High-tech Industrial Development Zone and the local Government of
Taiyvan City, “the 9th China (Yuyao) Plastic Exhibition” held by the Economic and Trade
Commission of Zhejiang Province, and so on. In October, the ASEM Small and Medium
Enterprises (SME) Ministerial Meeting was held by us successfully. Ministers in charge of SMEs
affairs from 8 of the ASEAN Countries participated the meeting.

Based on these international cooperation platforms, the participants not only better
understood the economic development of the local places, but also introduced their own
investment environment and policies, which improved the mutual understandings and a series of
economic and trade cooperation.
